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What we are learning in this unit:

Children are fascinated with shadows.  Because they do not yet understand what makes shadows appear, they find them intriguing, mysterious, and even magical.  This unit builds on children’s natural curiousity about shadows.  They will learn some of the physical properties of shadows. 
 
*We will learn how they are made, how they change, and how to make them.  
*We will use our questioning words:  how, why, when and where.
*We will learn how shadows change, depending on where the light is. 
*We will use the vocabulary words: sunlight, darkness, shadows.  

At this point of the school year, your child should be able to brainstorm and come up with his/her own question, and possibly write the question by themselves.  Let them research the topic and create a project!  Please just assist them, letting your child do most of the work.

1. Take a picture of something or someone with a shadow and bring it in OR
1. Draw a picture with something or someone with a shadow.
1. Discuss what your child already knows about shadows.   Have your child think of a question that he/she has about this Unit and have him/her write the question on a small sheet of paper.  Use the question words:  how, why, when, and where.
