What we are learning in this unit:

Kindergartners recognize that people play sports on teams.  But they may not think of their own family or class as a team.  In this unit children will read a variety of selections that teach them the value of teamwork in reaching a goal.  Through their own investigations, children begin to understand how teams work and to appreciate their own talents and the talents of others on a team.  Some jobs are too big to do by themselves, this is when a team of people can help out.
