Teacher directions:  Print multiple copies of this activity.  Cut out each section and mount on oak tag (laminate optional).  During small group instruction, give students a complete set of sequence cards.  Have them arrange the cards in order from beginning to end.  

Differentiation – 

Advanced modification:  Remove the pictures from the sequence cards.  Have students sequence the story, then draw pictures that goes with each card.

Grade-level modification: Separate the pictures from the sequence cards.  Have students match the picture to the sequence cards.  Then, students should sequence the cards from beginning to end. 

Below grade-level modification:  Leave pictures attached to sequence cards.  Have students use the pictures to help put the story in order from beginning to end.
