
Grade 2-Sharing Stories (Unit 1) Opener

First read The Three Little Pigs

I. Discussion (30 min) and Charting Student Comments

1. What stories were shared with you when you were younger?

2. Who in your family has shared stories with you?

3. Where are stories shared with you?

4. How do you feel when someone shares a story with you?

5. Why do you think children and adults like to share stories with each other?

6. How do you share stories with your friends?

7. What if your friend was too far away to talk to, how could you still share a story?

8. How can you learn new stories?  Where could you go?

9. Do your family members every share stories about their lives that are not in a book?

10.  Why is it important for you to read stories on your own?

II. Anthology (15 min)

1. Look at the Anthology picture on page 13.

a. What do you see in the picture?

b. Read caption.

2. Browse through the selection with the students.  For each story look at the first 2-3 pages and ask:

a. What is the title?

b. What does the story seem to be about?

c. How might this story link to the theme?

d. What genre is the selection?

III. Read The Little Red Hen

Make a chart of stories we have shared with each other.

IV. Develop Questions

1. Discuss using question words.

2. Ask students if they have any questions about the theme

3. Have students present their questions

V. Break out groups (35 min)

1. Talk about each picture and its importance to the theme.

2. Give each student a sharing stories picture and have them write what they see or how it links to the theme.

3. Other students can draw pictures of people sharing stories with them or of them sharing stories with others.

4. Also color picture of the sign.
