City Wildlife Habitat Project

Create a habitat for your city wildlife animal.  Here are some ideas for your project:
· You could make a collage (using pictures from magazines or newspapers) of what your animal’s habitat would look like.  You could also include items found in your neighborhood (leaves, twigs, feathers, etc.).
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**The collage shouldn’t be perfect!  The pictures should overlap and be placed in a random way.

· You could make a diorama of the habitat (in an old shoe box or make a box).  You could include things from your neighborhood (leaves, twigs, feathers, etc.), and also label the items you put into the diorama.
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· You could also create the habitat on your own (if your animal is a bird, you could make your own nest out of things you find in your neighborhood).
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For extra credit, you can write a paper about your project.  Talk about the following things in your paper:

· For a collage: write about why the pictures/items you chose represent the habitat, and how they would help your animal survive in the city.

· For the diorama: describe the important parts of your diorama and how those parts help your animal survive in the city.

· For creating your own habitat: write about all of the items that make up your habitat, where you found them, and how they could help make your animal’s shelter a safe place to live.
