	Telescopes on Earth: refracting, reflecting and radio telescopes
	Study heavenly bodies
	Can detect faint light from far away 
	Can detect unknown bodies in space w/ radio telescope
	

	Hubble Space Telescope
	Studies heavenly bodies without hindrance from earth’s atmospheric particles & air molecules
	Observes light from distant stars
	Detects light from ancient stars, from Big Bang
	

	Viking I & II
	Mars
	Analyzed soil w/ scooper & robotic arms for evidence of life, searching for CO2 gas from microbes (pg 142)


	Search for organic molecules, pg 143 by heating soil to see if gas is released; none found but could be because Martian soil has chemicals that destroy organic molecules from meteorites & interplanetary dust
	Weather station: detects absence of water vapor; no rain because air too thin and too cold; only ice
