Historical Fiction Book Report

CHOOSE ONE OF THE FOLLOWING FOUR PROMPTS:
· Make a game board (Shoots and Ladders is a good pattern) using problems from the book as ways to get ahead or to be put back. Include information about the setting, characters, and major events.  The game should be playable.  
· Create a newspaper for your book. Summarize the plot in one article, cover the weather in another, do a feature story on one of the more interesting characters in another. Include an editorial, cartoon or a collection of ads that would relate to the story.

· Write a multiple choice quiz of the book with at least ten questions.  There should one right answer and several REASONABLE decoy answers.
· Write the plot of the story as if it were a story on the evening news.  Your news report should be able to be performed.  
GUIDELINES

· Even though this is supposed to be fun and creative, this is still a REPORT.  Your work should convince me that you have read the book and understood it.  Include details from the book, where appropriate.
· Put thought and effort into your work.  You should work on this a bit each day.  I will be able to tell if it is rushed and thrown together. 

· You do not have to put a header on your report, but your name and team name must be on it. (You may put it on the back.)
