


Cooperation and Competition Learning Menu
By the end of this unit students will:
1. Learn to read and write.
2. Extend knowledge and understanding of the complex natures of cooperation and competition and the various ways they are expressed.
3. Form and organize questions about cooperation and competition.
4. Present their ideas through various formats including visual aids, writing and speaking.
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	1.  Write, edit and publish a story about cooperation and competition.  Read your story to the class.
	4.  Draw a picture of a park or playground scene illustrating two examples of cooperation and two examples of competition.  On a separate sheet of paper, write a caption for your drawing.
	7.  Create a list of interview questions for a staff member who participated on a sports team.  Conduct the interview; share what you have learned about cooperation/competition with the class.

	2.  Write a song or rap about cooperation and competition.  Perform your song/rap for the class.
	5.  Using posters from newspapers or magazines create a poster-sized Venn diagram comparing and contrasting cooperation and competition.
	8.  Create a 7 slide PowerPoint presentation that gives 3 real-world examples of cooperation and 3 real-world examples of competition.  Present your PPT to the class.  (Don’t forget the title slide!)

	3.  Outline, write and edit an essay about how students cooperate and compete in school.  Read your essay to the class. 
	6.  Using your favorite sport, create a poster listing five ways that players cooperate and five ways that they compete.  Include illustrations and your best writing and lettering.
	9.  Create a board game that helps players learn to cooperate and compete with each other.  Be sure to write specific rules for your game.  Play your game with a classmate and the teacher.
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
