
An idea for a class PowerPoint project: each student will make one PowerPoint page using some form of figurative language.  The students would love adding the clip art or images from the Internet to help illustrate the example. 

You could have the types of figurative language written on slips of paper, along with an example for those students who need extra help.  Each student would draw a slip of paper out of the bag. That would be the PowerPoint page he/she would be responsible for completing. The students would have to think of their own sentence, and not use the example (or for the students that need scaffolding, they could use the example). High achievers could create more PowerPoint pages of their choice once they complete the one on their strip of paper.

I would add to the assignment so that the students would have to include to the slide a question – What type of figurative language is this example?  The viewer would then guess, and the answer would be on the next slide.  The student could type on the second PowerPoint slide in his/her own words why that example demonstrates this type of figurative language.

All of the PowerPoint pages created could be put together as one large class project (use a flash drive to transfer the data to one PowerPoint).  You could make this a game for the whole class to play, and it would be an extremely fun way to review figurative language.
