


Red Band:  Intro to “Journeys and Quests”

Outcome:  Students will determine background knowledge of “Journeys and Quests” by asking questions and making a postcard.
Time:  50 minutes

Introduction:  Tell story about my biggest trip and draw a picture of a house as I tell it.  
1.  I was so excited to get the opportunity to visit England.  First I took off in the airplane.  
2.  I sailed over the Atlantic Ocean.
3.  After I landed in England, I met my good friend, Memory.  
4.  She took me to eat at McDonald’s.  Yes, they have them everywhere.
5.  We went back to her house to drop off my luggage.
6.   Her parents said hello, and I said hello.
7.  I couldn’t wait to start sightseeing.  We took the Underground to Tower Bridge.
8.  We toured Windsor Castle.
9.  We stared at the guards.
10.  Then we laid on the grass at Hyde Park and made pictures in the clouds.
11. After a long day, and much jetlag, we went home to have our evening tea.
12.  Through many more days we zigzagged over England.
13.  Finally, it was time I headed back to Heathrow Airport.  
14.  Although I learned much, there is still no place like home.




Learning Activities:
1.  Ask a student to read today’s outcomes.  Ask students what a journey and quest is and what is the difference.
Read the Unit opener aloud using the document camera.  Pause throughout the story to discuss new vocabulary words, make connections, summarize, or make predictions.
2.  Distribute index cards to make post cards.  Students can draw a picture of a place they have taken a journey to or some place they would like to go someday.  
3.  Students can share postcards and add them to the concept side.
4.  Distribute post-its for students to write questions on for the unit.  Students can browse the selections to see if they have questions about what they will read or what people could learn when they go on a journey or quest.  Students can share questions as they add them to the Concept/Question Board.

Closing:  Tell students that reading is one way we can visit places.  In the coming weeks, we will enjoy going on quests to places as we read these selections.  Ask students to evaluate how well they completed today’s outcome by responding with a 3,2,1, or 0 on fingers, three meaning they completed everything well to a 0, not completing it well.
