Showing possession for a singular noun: The clown’s smile       My aunt’s dog
Possessive rule: If the word as a singular noun ends in a “s”, then you 

MUST ADD an apostrophe and a “s”.  (waitress = waitress’s) (Charles’s) It might look a little funny, but just add an apostrophe and an "s" to the end:
Mr. Blevins's car 
Doris's book   
  the waitress’s tip
   Carlos’s  grade

Possessive rule: If the word as a plural word ends in a “s”, then you DO NOT ADD AN EXTRA “S”, just add an apostrophe after the last “s”.  

the boys’ money  (= lots of boys, or more than one boy)
apprentice – a person learning a trade or art
lieutenant – an officer in the armed forces
defiance – bold refusal to obey or respect authority
boycott – joining others in refusing to buy from or deal with a person, nation, or business

fife – a musical instrument like a flute that makes a high, clear sound, and is often used with 

drums in a marching band
