preamble – the section of text at the beginning of a law document that states why the document was written
diplomacy – the handling of relations between nations (It takes great diplomacy to keep nations happy.)

ratification – the formal approval of a law or laws (The ratification of the Constitution was very important.)
despotism – a government run by a tyrannical ruler (Despotism wrecked the country; the ruler was a tyrant.

constituent – a voter in a particular area  (Your parents are constituents of Eagle Rock.)
